If paynent is not received, the bill becomes delinquent the day follow ng the
due date stated on the Bill for Collection. Requi red actions are as foll ows:

1. Late Paynent Interest Assessnent. The interest assessnent is conputed at the
Treasury current value of funds rate (TFRM 8000) in effect on the date of

the billing, and will continue at this rate until the bill is paid. The
interest rate, as stated on the bill attachment, is sinple interest.
Interest will be assessed fromthe billing date through the date the

remttance is received.

2. Reports to Consuner/Comrercial Credit Reporting Agency. Bills 60 days
del i nquent may be reported to a consuner/commercial credit reporting agency.

3. Assessnent of Adm nistrative Charges. The cost of processing and handling
the delinguent account will be assessed if the bill becomes nore than 60
days past due, and again if it becones over 90 days past due.

4. Referral to Debt Collection Agency. Bills over 90 days past due will be
turned over to a collection agency.

5. Penalty Interest Charge. An assessment of a 6 percent, sinple interest
penalty charge will be made for each day the bill is delinquent if the debt
becones 90 days past due.

6. Fees. At the time the delinquent account is referred to a debt collection
agency, the cost of utilizing that agency will be added to the debt.

7. DQJ and GAO Referrals. As circunstances warrant, debts may be referred to
the CGeneral Accounting office (GAO or the Departnent of Justice (DQJ) for
collection action.

8. Referral for Adnministrative Ofset. As appropriate and after due process,
del i nquent debts may be offset within the Fish and Wldlife service and with
ot her Governnent agencies by nmoney owed to the debtor

Nunbers 1, 3, and 5 will not apply if contract or agreement prohibits the charge
of interest or charges, or if it explicitly states the interest or charges that
apply to the clains involved.

Paynments received are first applied to penalties and adm nistrative charges,
second to accrued interest, and third to the principal
